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I’ve just come from the rededication celebration of UNI School of Music’s Russell Hall
building and what a celebration it was! The facility has been enlarged and completely
refurbished. Absolutely everything in the building is attractive and state-of-the-art,
making it yet another jewel in the list of impressive new facilities we enjoy here in the
Cedar Valley community on and off campus. Facilities that embrace the arts, sports,
healthcare, history and heritage.
